THE PHARISEES TRY TO TRAP JESUS...AGAIN

Matthew 22.23-33

Two religious parties, the Pharisees and Sadducees, differ greatly from each
other. The Pharisees believe in the resurrection of the dead, but the Sadducees
do not. Here, the Sadducees are trying to trap Jesus by offering an argument
that they think proves that the resurrection is a flawed doctrine.

LIFE ON THE OTHER SIDE

God’s plan was to destroy the curse, not His creation.
Satan’s plan is to maintain the curse, and destroy creation.

One way we can think through what the New Earth will be like is by asking these
questions, much of which have to do with the concept of continuity. In other
words, what things will the Lord be continuing on in the New Earth?

e  What was it like in the Garden?

¢ What does the bible say?

e  What does it forbid?

e Willit glorify God?

e s it inherently sinful or evil?

e Does it jive with the idea of continuity?

e Was it apart of God's “very good” creation? 1 Timothy 6.17
e Was it a part of God's design?

Marriage, specifically, however, will not continue as we know it, since it was a
picture of the Gospel, and in Christ that picture is fulfilled for eternity.

GOD OF THE LIVING

Why does Jesus mention Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, when it was Moses that
was cited? These men, the Patriarchs, were before Moses, and were the ones
that God specifically ratifies and finalizes His covenant with. Yet, they have been
dead for years. But God is a God of the living, not the dead, and Jesus uses this
often cited declaration as proof to the Sadducees that the resurrection is real.

1 Corinthians 15.12-26

There will actually be marriage in heaven, but there will only be one, and it will
be the most perfect union ever known. God'’s promise fo Abraham, Isaac, and
Jacob is that He will be our God, and we will be His people. We will be united
with Him forevermore as we enjoy the marriage we have between Christ, our
Bridegroom, and us, His church, the bride.
