COMMUNITY GROUP HOMEWORK

Before discussion begins, is there anyone who can recite John 15:47?

Read John 15:1-11. What did God show you through this Scripture and
through Pastor Eric’s sermon?

In verse 2, it talks about how every branch that bears fruit is pruned by the
Father in order that it might bear more fruit. Can you think of a time when
God allowed something fo be taken away from you or when He reduced
something in your life in order that you could bear more fruit and bring Him
more glory in your life?

Verse 4 says that a branch cannot bear fruit by itself. Where do you find
yourself trying to bear fruit without abiding in the vine? In other words, where
do you find yourself trying to do things in your own strength and depending
on yourself rather than depending on the frue vine?

Read verse 11. What is the result of abiding in Christ through His Word?

Sinclair Ferguson says ‘In a nutshell, abiding in Christ means allowing
His Word to fill our minds, direct our wills, and transform our affections.
In other words, our relationship to Christ is infimately connected to what we
do with our Bibles!” How have you experienced joy through abiding in Christ
through His Word?

Pray together as a group. Pray that, in everything, we would be seeking to
abide in the true vine and bear fruit for His kingdom rather than our own.
Pray that He would fill our minds with His fruth, direct our plans, and that He
would be first in our lives.
