MISSION SHIFT

We drift. We get off course. When we are not intenfionally and regularly keeping
tfrack of where we are going and what we are called to do, we will start fo
wander. As a church, and as individuals, we must be careful to make sure we
are not only charting our course, but that our course is the right course. Our
vision (why we do what we do), mission (what we're doing), and strategy (how
we are going to do it) must not be from us, but from God'’s Word. The best place
to look is to see what God'’s goal is, so we look to the end of the book.

This is right affer Jesus died, and before He gave them
the Great Commission. Considering this and the previous Revelation passage
fogether, as well as the Great Commission (Matthew 28.18-20), what
connections do you see with God'’s end goal, and the means by which He has
planned to accomplish it?

Preaching the Gospel to Yourself

Read 1 Corinthians 15.1-11. How do all these Scriptures point you back to Christ
to help you prioritize as you chart the course of your life? What particular truth can
help keep you focused on the Gospel?

Repent and Confess

What do you see in these verses that expose a particular sin or behavior in your
life? Are you acting more like the scared disciples? Are like the analogy in the
sermon, are you charting the course more like a raft, driffing, or a speed boat,
carving your own agenda?

Ask for Provision
In light of this fruth and confession, what do you need to ask for from the Lord?
What fruit of the Spirit are you needing?

Your Life Mission

Before you close the group with prayer, what opportunities are coming up that
you could use prayer for as it pertains to sharing your faith and intentionally
engaging with others with a Gospel focus and goal? As you chart the course for
2018, are there people among the “least, last, lost” in your life that you want to be
particularly pursuing in prayer and in practice? Are there any encouragements or
updates from the Christmas holiday that you could share?

End the evening in a time of prayer, praying through the theme of the night using
the P.R.A.Y. model with your group. Make sure to end your time of prayer Yielding
with Thanksgiving for God’s sovereignty and plan for your life.
