Laodiceans were accustomed to lukewarm water brought in by their aqueduct
system. It was distasteful and unrefreshing, as opposed to either cold mountain
spring water or heated water useful for cooking or warming the body on a cold
night.

What must you do to truly begin fo
repent of this idolatry and open up your heart to Christ?

The battle has been won and we are more than conqguerors
because of Christ. Therefore, we ought to pledge our love, worship,
and allegiance to Him, however, idols in our hearts blind us and
draw us astray. The work of the Kingdom must first start with
repentance.

What conversations are coming up, maybe over Christmas, that you
need prayer for, that you would have love, compassion, and
boldness to share the Gospel with?
