THE MAKE UP OF THE CHURCH

God gives varying giffs and calls us to varying roles within the church. Though
every man should be living his life with the character of an Elder, not all men are
called to that role.

Ephesians 4.11-16

In God’s design and wisdom, He has made it so that He even uses sinful and
flawed people to minister one to another. Specifically, He calls particular men to
be raised up to lead and guide the church in various ways.

WHAT IS AN ELDER?

In the Word, the word “elder” and “pastor” is used interchangeably. Additionally,
the Greek word “pastor” (poimen), is the same exact word used for “shepherd.”
Though we are all called o lead and shepherd in some form or fashion, some
are called to the role or “office” of being Pastor-Elders in the church.

In the church, there are no “junior elders.” Though each Elder will have varying
gifts, experience, strengths, and weaknesses, each Elder who has been called
by God is just as called as the next Elder.

Elders are given to govern the church through at least these tasks and roles:

e Bein the Word of God and prayer Acts 6.1-7

e Teach the “official” sound doctrine for the church 1 Timothy 3.2, 5.17
e Refufte and protect against false doctrine Acts 20.17-31

e Participate in and enact church discipline Matthew 18.15-17

e Determine how the finances are distributed 1 Peter 5.1-3

e Pray for the sick James 5.13-15

e Equip the saints for work of ministry Ephesians 4.11-16 // 2 Timothy 2.2
