COMMUNITY GROUP HOMEWORK

What stuck out to you the most or was the most impactful from the message on
Sunday?

Before group. spend fime going through the questions in the “ldol Detector Test.”
It would help to have a spouse or friend go through it with you. Write your answers
out and bring them to group. What “themes” or common threads did you
notice?

Now look at the tree picture we handed out on Sunday, as well as the list on the
back. Which ones stick out to you, and what connections do you maybe make
with some of the answers from your “Idol Detector Test”?

Read Colossians 3.1-17. What specific things do you need to “put on” to replace
the sinful deeds of the flesh that you deal with? Which promises or truths need to
be the water and fertilizer to produce new growth?

Read Mark 4.14-20 and then Hebrews 6.7, 8. How would you describe the “soil”
of your own heart? What areas of your life are hardened, and which are softened
and ready for growth? It's important to try to recognize where your heart is
hardened or prideful if you want to see real breakthrough and growth.

What is at risk if those parts of your heart don’t get softened? Do you want those
parts to get softened? What specifically do you think you need to do in order to
see that softening, breakthrough, and growth?

Read Jeremiah 175-10. What observations do you make about these two frees?

It's interesting that both frees are alive, but one is starved and in misery. When we
aren't planted by the water of the Word and the things such as in the tree
drawing, you will never see life and fruit, even if you are alive in Christ.

What have you been growing in? Who is helping you grow and learn, and how
are they helping you grow and learn?

Break up into prayer partners. It could be husband and wife, two couples
together, men and women, or just random, but get in small groups in order fo
confess sin and help each other “put on” the truths of the Gospel that they have
not been believing to the extent that they could and should be.
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
