ONE IN HEART AND SOUL

Acts 4:32 Now the full number of those who believed were of one heart and
soul...

Robertson’s Word Pictures in the New Testament (a Bible Commentary) translates
this phrase more literally as, "There was one heart and soul in the multitude of
those who believed."

Jesus’ church being one in heart and soul is:
e The prayer of Jesus (John 17:20-24)
e The prophetic promise of the New Covenant (Jeremiah 32:39)
e Afrequent New Testament teaching (Philippians 1:27, 2:1-4; Romans 15:5-
7: 1 Peter 3:8)

3 illustrations for having one heart and soul to accomplish a mission: musicians,
each capable of solo performances, forming an orchestra fo create a symphony;
skilled athletes working together to form a championship team; strong, capable
soldiers forming a conquering army.

THE POWERFUL BLESSING OF UNITY

Acts 4:32-34 ... and no one said that any of the things that belonged fo him was
his own, but they had everything in common. 33 And with great power the
apostles were giving their testimony fo the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and
great grace was upon them all. 34 There was not a needy person among
them...

e A new, biblical mindset that says, *My material possessions, energy,
falent, and fime are entrusted to me for the sake of the church and her
mission.”

e Fresh infilling of the Spirit + oneness of heart and soul overflowed into a
powerful withess of the resurrection.

e With this others-centered mindset, not even one person was needy
